His works are a beautiful and interesting exploration of colors, shapes, textures, and emotions. From his "Digital Paintography" to the faces he has discovered by pouring cream into Starbucks coffee ("Haunted Starbucks"), Jon's images can be described by a variety of adjectives, but "dull" and "ordinary" are not among them.
The Opening Reception will be Saturday, August 1, 2009 12 Noon to 1:30 PM. The library closes Saturday at 1:00 PM, but the community room entrance will be open until 2:00 PM. Both of these wonderfully talented artists will be at the reception to meet and speak with guests.
